The Residency Questionnaire is provided to assist you in determining if you may qualify for in-state 
tuition based on law established by the Ohio legislature. Official residency decisions are made by 
Undergraduate Admissions and the Graduate College only after the receipt of an official residency 
application and supporting documentation.

1. Are you a graduate of an Ohio high school? ☐ Yes. You may qualify for reclassification under
the C-8, “Forever Buckeye,” provision.

2. Did you earn a General Education Diploma or
certificate of high school equivalency from the
State of Ohio?

☐ Yes. You may qualify for reclassification under
the C-9 rule.
☐ No. Proceed to question 3. 

3. Have you, your parent/legal guardian, or
spouse been a resident of one of the following
Kentucky counties (Boyd, Carter, Elliot,
Fleming, Greenup, Lawrence, Lewis, Mason or
Rowan) or anywhere is the state of West
Virginia, consecutively for the past 12 months?

☐ Yes, Kentucky. You may qualify for Kentucky
Tuition Reciprocity agreement (Athens and
Southern campuses only).
☐ Yes, West Virginia. You may qualify for West
Virginia Reciprocity agreement.
